  Christmas Message to St. Boniface Parishioners. 
 
A women is filled with joy when she finds out that she 
has conceived and is carrying a new baby! She suffers 
incredible pain—mentally, emotionally, psychologically, 
physically and spiritually. Yet regardless of all these, or 
any unfortunate circumstances that may have            
surrounded the pregnancy, she stops crying at the birth 
of a healthy, new baby.
